








Community Research Fellowships

The CAPHE Community Research Fellowships link student research projects to a
specific community development/enrichment goal identified by LA Excels. Bates
students, working with a community advisor and a Bates advisor, are asked to
tackle a wide range of interdisciplinary research questions. The results of student
research over the past three years of the grant have been used by LA Excels in the
planning and/or executing of some of its projects. The research projects for the
summer of 2003 focused on questions surrounding the development of a
community arts center for Lewiston-Auburn in the former Great Falls School in
Auburn.

e Jamil Zraikat ‘o4 worked with Professor Hughes of the Economics
Department and Abby Levin of the Maine Arts Commission on “The Creative
Economy: Can It Apply to Lewiston-Auburn?” Using the work of Richard
Florida’s The Rise of the Creative Class, the goal of this project was to
determine the strength of the creative class in Lewiston-Auburn and what is
needed to enhance it in this community and in the state.

e Sarah Carter '03 worked with Sue Martin of the Center for Service-Learning
and Jen Oxman of LA Arts on “Arts Education: Who Need It?” Sarah
conducted a survey of all arts education programs currently available (both in
school and community-based), assessed models of successful arts education
programs in other communities and designed a program that could be added
to the Great Falls School arts facility.
