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the hosts of Satan cannot take from you—that of cleansing from
sin and from all sin. When? Now, for “‘Now is the day of salva-
tion.”” He is a Holy Ghost and will abide only where the
blood of Christ is honored as being greater than sin in the
present tense. Thus through confidence in Calvary the way is
prepared for Pentecost. ‘‘Well I will walk in the light of God’s
word even as He is in the light, and accept the blood of Christ
to here and now cleanse me from all sin. I believe it does now
purify me—yes / know it cleanseth me absolutely, since the
promise (the conditions of which I have met) is absoluely true. 2
Praise the Lord for that!

and. If the Person who is now seeking admittance to your
heart comes in, it must be understood that He is to have ab-
solute control of your lifz, ‘“The Holy Ghost '’ is given, as Peter
said, ‘‘/o them that obey Him,"’ Acts 5: 38. Christ Himself taught
that it was oncondition that the disciples ‘‘ke¢pf His command-
ments "' that He would ask the Father to give them the Spirit,
John 14: 15, 16. Now is it plainly understood on your part that
provided He will come in He shall absolutely control your entire
life and have the unhindered right of way while leading you
into ail truth—all He wrote in the word as He moved Holy men
ofold?’’ You say, ‘‘Yes, He shall have His way unhindered,”’
do you? Thank God then for another step toward the recep-
tion of this priceless Gift of God! :

3rd, Itis by an act of faith after the heart has been per-
fectly cleansed by the blood and the will surrendered to God,
which quietly invites in and receives the personal Holy Ghost
to take up His abode in your heart forever. It is abusiness-like
bargain with the Spirit of God. As you would engage a con-
tractor to build you a house, coolly, calmly, with no emotion,
and yet making the transaction once for all, so you may make
a contract with the Holy Ghost to take charge of your entire
life. It is not dependent on the slightest feeling whatever. It
is a step of faith. It is simply a business transaction with
the Holy Ghost, made once for all, and never to be repeated.

Proof that this is scriptural: Aects 15; 8, 9. Peter, after
relating at Jerusalem how the Gentiles at Cesarea believed the
Gospel (some eight years after Pentecost), added the following
concerning their reception of the Spirit, ““And God, which
knoweth the hearts, bear them witness, giving them the Holy
Ghost EVEN As HE DID UNTO Us and put no difference between us
and them purifying their hearts BY FAITH.” No difference
between US in America and THEM in Judea. Thank God for
that! But we must purify our hearts as they did theirs. 4y
Jaith.”

« Hear what the Spirit saith to the churches.’’ ‘* Behold I
stand at the door and knock, ifany man hear my voice and
open the door 7 will come in,”’ Rev. 3: 20, 22. That this passage
as it is generally taught, refers to Christ as knocking at the
heart of a sinner for admittance is positively false teaching.
